Living Shorelines Coming Soon to Malibu

The Malibu Living_Shoreline Project aims to restore
approximately three-acres of sandy beach and dune
habitat at Zuma and Point Dume Beaches. This project
utilizes nature-based living shoreline protection measures
to increase the resiliency of the shoreline against sea level
rise and coastal storms, while engaging visitors through
enhanced beach experiences and educational
opportunities. In partnership with the State Coastal
Conservancy (pictured), City of Malibu, and Los Angeles
County Department of Beaches and Harbors, current
phases of the project include public outreach, permitting,
and baseline monitoring. The project is scheduled to be
implemented in Fall 2020.

Loyola Marymount University’s Coastal Research Institute brings together expertise from LMU’s
Frank R. Seaver College of Science and Engineering and The Bay Foundation to restore and
enhance Santa Monica Bay and local coastal waters. Although limited due to COVID-19 restrictions,
CRI researchers continue efforts remotely and are planning for next steps. Last semester, CRI
students completed senior capstone research projects, internships, and other coursework. These
projects included beach studies, plant microbe research, mussel physiology, microplastics, climate
modeling, eelgrass genetics, and other work in support of native habitat restoration projects.

The amended MOU was informed by extensive
input from members of the Commission and general
public solicited since 2018 and made significant
improvements to the governance structure of the
Commission by clarifying the authority and
relationships among components of the
Commission, clarifying the Commission’s role in the
Santa Monica Bay National Estuary Program,
enhancing mechanisms for broader and more
effective stakeholder participation, streamlining
processes, and improving operational efficacy of
the Commission. The approval of the amended
MOU marks a significant milestone in the history of
the Commission and ensures the Commission’s
ability to carry out its mission of restoring and
enhancing Santa Monica Bay and its watershed.
